The Contractor shall commence execution of the Works on the Start Date and shall
carry out the Works in accordance with the Program of Work submitted by the
Contractor, as updat ed wi t h t he approval of
Representative, and complete them by the Intended Completion Date.

The Contractor shall be responsible for the safety of all activities on the Site.

The Contractor shall carry out all instructionsofthe Pr ocur i ng Entityods R
that comply with the applicable laws where the Site is located.

The Contractor shall employ the key personnel named in the Schedule of Key
Personnel, as referred to in the SCC, to carry out the supervision of the
Works. The Procuring Entity will approve any proposed replacement of key
personnel only if their relevant qualifications and abilities are equal to or
better than those of the personnel listed in the Schedule.

| f t he Pr oc uesenatiye adksnthte Cantsacosto r&reovye & member of
the Contractorods staff or work force,
ensure that the person leaves the Site within seven (7) days and has no further
connection with the Work in this Contract.



During Contract implementation, the Contractor and his subcontractors shall abide at
all times by all labor laws, including child labor related enactments, and other
relevant rules.

The Contractor shall submit to the Procuring Entity for consent the name and
particulars of the person authorized to receive instructions on behalf of the
Contractor.

The Contractor shall cooperate and share the Site with other contractors, public
authorities, utilities, and the Procuring Entity between the dates given in the
schedule of other contractors particularly when they shall require access to the
Site. The Contractor shall also provide facilities and services for them during
this period. The Procuring Entity may modify the schedule of other
contractors, and shall notify the Contractor of any such modification thereto.

Should anything of historical or other interest or of significant value be unexpectedly
discovered on the Site, it shall be the property of the Procuring Entity. The

Contractor shall notify the Procuring Entityods Represent
di scoveries and carry out the Procuri

in dealing with them.

Performance Security

Within ten (10) calendar days from receipt of the Notice of Award from the Procuring
Entity but in no case later than the signing of the contract by both parties, the
Contractor shall furnish the performance security in any the forms prescribed
in ITB Clause 32.2

The performance security posted in favor of the Procuring Entity shall be forfeited in
the event it is established that the Contractor is in default in any of its
obligations under the Contract.

The performance security shall remain valid until issuance by the Procuring Entity of
the Certificate of Final Acceptance.

The performance security may be released by the Procuring Entity and returned to the
Contractor after the issuance of the Certificate of Final Acceptance subject to
the following conditions:

There are no pending claims against the Contractor or the surety company
filed by the Procuring Entity;

The Contractor has no pending claims for labor and materials filed against it;
and

Other terms specified in the SCC.

The Contractor shall post an additional performance security following the amount
and form specified in ITB Clause 32.2 to cover any cumulative increase of
more than ten percent (10%) over the original value of the contract as a result
of amendments to order or change orders, extra work orders and supplemental

-
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agreements, as the case may be. The Contractor shall cause the extension of
the validity of the performance security to cover approved contract time
extensions.

In case of a reduction in the contract value or for partially completed Works under the
contract which are usable and accepted by the Procuring Entity the use of
which, in the judgment of the implementing agency or the Procuring Entity,
will not affect the structural integrity of the entire project, the Procuring Entity
shall allow a proportional reduction in the original performance security,
provided that any such reduction is more than ten percent (10%) and that the
aggregate of such reductions is not more than fifty percent (50%) of the
original performance security.

Unless otherwise indicated in the SCC, the Contractor, by entering into the Contract
with the Procuring Entity, acknowledges the right of the Procuring Entity to
institute action pursuant to Act 3688 against any subcontractor be they an
individual, firm, partnership, corporation, or association supplying the
Contractor with labor, materials and/or equipment for the performance of this
Contract.

Subcontracting

Unless otherwise indicated in the SCC, the Contractor cannot subcontract Works
more than the percentage specified in ITB Clause Error! Reference source
not found..

Subcontracting of any portion of the Works does not relieve the Contractor of any
liability or obligation under this Contract. The Contractor will be responsible
for the acts, defaults, and negligence of any subcontractor, its agents, servants
or workmen as fully as if these were
negligence, or those of its agents, servants or workmen.

Subcontractors disclosed and identified during the bidding may be changed during the
implementation of this Contract, subject to compliance with the required
qualifications and the approval of the Procuring Entity.

Liquidated Damages

The Contractor shall pay liquidated damages to the Procuring Entity for each day that
the Completion Date is later than the Intended Completion Date. The
applicable liquidated damages is at least one-tenth (1/10) of a percent of the
cost of the unperformed portion for every day of delay. The total amount of
liquidated damages shall not exceed ten percent (10%) of the amount of the
contract. The Procuring Entity may deduct liquidated damages from payments
due to the Contractor. Payment of liquidated damages shall not affect the
Contractor. Once the cumulative amount of liquidated damages reaches ten
percent (10%) of the amount of this Contract, the Procuring Entity shall
rescind this Contract, without prejudice to other courses of action and
remedies open to it.



If the Intended Completion Date is extended after liquidated damages have been paid,
the Engineer of the Procuring Entity shall correct any overpayment of
liquidated damages by the Contractor by adjusting the next payment
certificate.

Site Investigation Reports

The Procuring Entity, Licenses and Permits

The Procuring Entity shall, if requested by the Contractor, assist him in applying for
permits, licenses or approvals, which are required for the Works.

It shall serve a written notice
to the Contractor of its decision and, unless otherwise provided in the
said notice, this Contract is deemed terminated from receipt of the
Contractor of the notice of decision. The termination shall only be
based on the ground(s) stated in the Notice to Terminate; and

The Head of the Procuring Entity may create a Contract Termination Review
Committee (CTRC) to assist him in the discharge of this function. All
decisions recommended by the CTRC shall be subject to the approval
of the Head of the Procuring Entity.

Pursuant to Section 69(f) of RA 9184 and without prejudice to the imposition of
additional administrative sanctions as the internal rules of the agency may
provide and/or further criminal prosecution as provided by applicable laws,
the procuring entity shall impose on contractors after the termination of the
contract the penalty of suspension for one (1) year for the first offense,
suspension for two (2) years for the second offense from participating in the



public bidding process, for violations committed during the contract
implementation stage, which include but not limited to the following:

Poor performance by the contractor or unsatisfactory quality and/or progress
of work arising from his fault or negligence as reflected in the

In the absence of the CPES rating sheet, the existing performance
monitoring system of the procuring entity shall be applied. Any of the
following acts by the Contractor shall be construed as poor
performance:

Negative slippage of 15% and above within the critical path of the
project due entirely to the fault or negligence of the contractor;
and

Quality of materials and workmanship not complying with the
approved specifications arising from the contractor's fault or
negligence.



Willful or deliberate abandonment or non-performance of the project or
contract by the contractor resulting to substantial breach thereof
without lawful and/or just cause.

In addition to the penalty of suspension, the performance security posted by
the contractor shall also be forfeited.

Force Majeure, Release From Performance

For purposes of this Contract the terms fiforce majeuré and Af ort ui t ous
be used interchangeably. In this regard, a fortuitous event or force majeure
shall be interpreted to mean an event which the Contractor could not have
foreseen, or which though foreseen, was inevitable. It shall not include
ordinary unfavorable weather conditions; and any other cause the effects of
which could have been avoided with the exercise of reasonable diligence by
the Contractor.

If this Contract is discontinued by an outbreak of war or by any other event entirely
outside the control of either the Procuring Entity or the Contractor, the

discontinued. The Contractor shall make the Site safe and stop work as
quickly as possible after receiving this certificate and shall be paid for all
works carried out before receiving it and for any Work carried out afterwards
to which a commitment was made.

If the event continues for a period of eighty four (84) days, either party may then give
notice of termination, which shall take effect twenty eight (28) days after the
giving of the notice.

After termination, the Contractor shall be entitled to payment of the unpaid balance of
the value of the Works executed and of the materials and Plant reasonably
delivered to the Site, adjusted by the following:

any sum to which the Contractor is entitled under GCC Clause 0;
the cost of his suspension and demobilization;
any sum to which the Procuring Entity is entitled.

The net balance due shall be paid or repaid within a reasonable time period from the
time of the notice of termination.

Resolution of Disputes

If any dispute or difference of any kind whatsoever shall arise between the parties in
connection with the implementation of the contract covered by the Act and
this IRR, the parties shall make every effort to resolve amicably such dispute
or difference by mutual consultation.

Said punch-list will contain, among others, the remaining
Works, Work deficiencies for necessary corrections, and the specific duration/time to
fully complete the project considering the approved remaining contract time. This,
however, shall not preclude the claim of the Procuring Entity for liquidated damages.

Suspension of Work

The Procuring Entity shall have the authority to suspend the work wholly or partly by
written order for such period as may be deemed necessary, due to force
majeureor any fortuitous events or for failure on the part of the Contractor to
correct bad conditions which are unsafe for workers or for the general public,
to carry out valid orders given by the Procuring Entity or to perform any
provisions of the contract, or due to adjustment of plans to suit field conditions
as found necessary during construction. The Contractor shall immediately
comply with such order to suspend the work wholly or partly.

The Contractor or its duly authorized representative shall have the right to suspend
work operation on any or all projects/activities along the critical path of
activities after fifteen (15) calendar days from date of receipt of written notice
from the Contractor to the district engineer/regional director/consultant or
equivalent official, as the case may be, due to the following:

There exist right-of-way problems which prohibit the Contractor from
performing work in accordance with the approved construction
schedule.

Requisite construction plans which must be owner-furnished are not issued to
the contractor precluding any work called for by such plans.

Peace and order conditions make it extremely dangerous, if not possible, to
work. However, this condition must be certified in writing by the
Philippine National Police (PNP) station which has responsibility over
the affected area and confirmed by the Department of Interior and
Local Government (DILG) Regional Director.

There is failure on the part of the Procuring Entity to deliver government-
furnished materials and equipment as stipulated in the contract.

account any claim for an extension of time unless the Contractor has, prior to
the expiration of the contract time and within thirty (30) calendar days after
such work has been commenced or after the circumstances leading to such
claim have arisen, delivered to the Procuring Entity notices in order that it
could have investigated them at that time. Failure to provide such notice shall
constitute a waiver by the Contractor of any claim. Upon receipt of full and
detailed particulars, the Procuring Entity shall examine the facts and extent of
the delay and shall extend the contract time completing the contract work

No extension of contract time shall be granted the Contractor due to (a) ordinary
unfavorable weather conditions and (b) inexcusable failure or negligence of
Contractor to provide the required equipment, supplies or materials.

No extension of contract time shall be granted when the reason given to support the
