The Bureau of Corrections, now invites bids for the above Procurement Project.
Contract shall commence from the approval of Contract Agreement and issuance of Notice to
Proceed up to December 31, 2021 or upon reaching the total quantity of garbage to be collected
whichever comes first. Bidders should have completed, within the last four (4) years
from the date of submission and receipt of bids, a contract similar to the Project
equivalent to at least fifty percent (50%) of the ABC. The description of an eligible bidder is
contained in the Bidding Documents, particularly, in Section II. Instructions to Bidders.

Bidding will be conducted through open competitive bidding procedures using a non-
discretionary “pass/fail” criterion as specified in the 2016 revised Implementing
Rules and Regulations (IRR) of Republic Act (RA) No. 9184.

Bidding is restricted to Filipino citizens/sole proprietorships, partnerships, or
organizations with at least sixty percent (60%) interest or outstanding capital stock
belonging to citizens of the Philippines, and to citizens or organizations of a country
the laws or regulations of which grant similar rights or privileges to Filipino citizens,
pursuant to RA No. 5183.

Prospective Bidders may obtain further information from Bureau of Corrections and
inspect the Bidding Documents at the address given below during Monday to Friday
from 8:00am to 5:00pm.

A complete set of Bidding Documents may be acquired by interested Bidders on
February 27, 2021 8:00am-5:00pm to March 22, 2021 8:30am (Mondays-Fridays)
from the given address and website(s) below.

Section 1V. General Conditions of Contract
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Scope of Contract

This Contract shall include all such items, although not specifically mentioned, that
can be reasonably inferred as being required for its completion as if such items were
expressly mentioned herein. All the provisions of RA No. 9184 and its 2016 revised
IRR, including the Generic Procurement Manual, and associated issuances, constitute
the primary source for the terms and conditions of the Contract, and thus, applicable
in contract implementation. Herein clauses shall serve as the secondary source for the
terms and conditions of the Contract.

This is without prejudice to Sections 74.1 and 74.2 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA
No. 9184 allowing the GPPB to amend the IRR, which shall be applied to all
procurement activities, the advertisement, posting, or invitation of which were issued
after the effectivity of the said amendment.
