The Contractor shall submit to the Procuring Entity for consent the name and
particulars of the person authorized to receive instructions on behalf of the
Contractor.

The Contractor shall cooperate and share the Site with other contractors, public
authorities, utilities, and the Procuring Entity between the dates given in the
schedule of other contractors particularly when they shall require access to the
Site. The Contractor shall also provide facilities and services for them during
this period. The Procuring Entity may modify the schedule of other
contractors, and shall notify the Contractor of any such modification thereto.

Should anything of historical or other interest or of significant value be unexpectedly
discovered on the Site, it shall be the property of the Procuring Entity. The

Subcontracting of any portion of the Works does not relieve the Contractor of any
liability or obligation under this Contract. The Contractor will be responsible
for the acts, defaults, and negligence of any subcontractor, its agents, servants

Subcontractors disclosed and identified during the bidding may be changed during the
implementation of this Contract, subject to compliance with the required
qualifications and the approval of the Procuring Entity.

Liquidated Damages

The Contractor shall pay liquidated damages to the Procuring Entity for each day that
the Completion Date is later than the Intended Completion Date. The
applicable liquidated damages is at least one-tenth (1/10) of a percent of the
cost of the unperformed portion for every day of delay. The total amount of
liguidated damages shall not exceed ten percent (10%) of the amount of the
contract. The Procuring Entity may deduct liquidated damages from payments
due to the Contractor. Payment of liquidated damages shall not affect the
Contractor.

This,
however, shall not preclude the claim of the Procuring Entity for liquidated damages.

Suspension of Work

The Procuring Entity shall have the authority to suspend the work wholly or partly by
written order for such period as may be deemed necessary, due to force
majeureor any fortuitous events or for failure on the part of the Contractor to
correct bad conditions which are unsafe for workers or for the general public,
to carry out valid orders given by the Procuring Entity or to perform any
provisions of the contract, or due to adjustment of plans to suit field conditions
as found necessary during construction. The Contractor shall immediately
comply with such order to suspend the work wholly or partly.

The Contractor or its duly authorized representative shall have the right to suspend
work operation on any or all projects/activities along the critical path of
activities after fifteen (15) calendar days from date of receipt of written notice
from the Contractor to the district engineer/regional director/consultant or
equivalent official, as the case may be, due to the following:

account any claim for an extension of time unless the Contractor has, prior to
the expiration of the contract time and within thirty (30) calendar days after
such work has been commenced or after the circumstances leading to such
claim have arisen, delivered to the Procuring Entity notices in order that it
could have investigated them at that time. Failure to provide such notice shall
constitute a waiver by the Contractor of any claim. Upon receipt of full and
detailed particulars, the Procuring Entity shall examine the facts and extent of
the delay and shall extend the contract time completing the contract work
when, inthe Prr ocuri ng Entityds opinion, t he
extension.

No extension of contract time shall be granted the Contractor due to (a) ordinary
unfavorable weather conditions and (b) inexcusable failure or negligence of
Contractor to provide the required equipment, supplies or materials.

Extension of contract time may be granted only when the affected activities fall
within the critical path of the PERT/CPM network.

No extension of contract time shall be granted when the reason given to support the
request for extension was already considered in the determination of the
original contract time during the conduct of detailed engineering and in the
preparation of the contract documents as agreed upon by the parties before
contract perfection.

Extension of contract time shall be granted for rainy/unworkable days considered
unfavorable for the prosecution of the works at the site, based on the actual
conditions obtained at the site, in excess of the number of rainy/unworkable
days pre-determined by the Procuring Entity in relation to the original contract
time during the conduct of detailed engineering and in the preparation of the
contract documents as agreed upon by the parties before contract perfection,
and/or for equivalent period of delay due to major calamities such as
exceptionally destructive typhoons, floods and earthquakes, and epidemics,
and for causes such as non-delivery on time of materials, working drawings, or
written information to be furnished by the Procuring Entity, non-acquisition of
permit to enter private properties within the right-of-way resulting in complete
paralyzation of construction activities, and other meritorious causes as
determined by the Procuring Entit
Head of the Procuring Entity. Shortage of construction materials, general labor
strikes, and peace and order problems that disrupt construction operations
through no fault of the Contractor may be considered as additional grounds for
extension of contract time provided they are publicly felt and certified by
