Bidding Documents — The documents issued by the Procuring Entity as the bases for bids, furnishing all
information necessary for a prospective bidder to prepare a bid for the Goods, Infrastructure Projects, and/or
Consulting Services required by the Procuring Entity.

BIR — Bureau of Internal Revenue.

BSP — Bangko Sentral ng Pilipinas.

The General Conditions of Contract (GCC) in this Section, read in conjunction with the Special Conditions of
Contract in Section V and other documents listed therein, should be a complete document expressing all the rights
and obligations of the parties.

Matters governing performance of the Supplier, payments under the contract, or matters affecting the risks, rights,
and obligations of the parties under the contract are included in the GCC and Special Conditions of Contract.

Any complementary information, which may be needed, shall be introduced only through the Special Conditions
of Contract.
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Scope of Contract

This Contract shall include all such items, although not specifically mentioned, that can be reasonably
inferred as being required for its completion as if such items were expressly mentioned herein. All
the provisions of RA No. 9184 and its 2016 revised IRR, including the Generic Procurement Manual,
and associated issuances, constitute the primary source for the terms and conditions of the Contract,
and thus, applicable in contract implementation. Herein clauses shall serve as the secondary source
for the terms and conditions of the Contract.

This is without prejudice to Sections 74.1 and 74.2 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184 allowing
the GPPB to amend the IRR, which shall be applied to all procurement activities, the advertisement,
posting, or invitation of which were issued after the effectivity of the said amendment.

Additional requirements for the completion of this Contract shall be provided in the Special

All reasonable facilities and assistance for the inspection and testing of Goods, including access to
drawings and production data, shall be provided by the Supplier to the authorized inspectors at no
charge to the Procuring Entity.

Warranty
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51 In order to assure that manufacturing defects shall be corrected by the Supplier, a warranty
shall be required from the Supplier as provided under Section 62.1 of the 2016 revised IRR of

5.2 The Procuring Entity shall promptly notify the Supplier in writing of any claims arising under this
warranty. Upon receipt of such notice, the Supplier shall, repair or replace the defective Goods

Liability of the Supplier

The Supplier’s liability under this Contract shall be as provided by the laws of the Republic of the

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Section VII. Technical Specifications

Notes for Preparing the Technical Specifications

A set of precise and clear specifications is a prerequisite for Bidders to respond realistically and
competitively to the requirements of the Procuring Entity without qualifying their Bids. In the context
of Competitive Bidding, the specifications (e.g. production/delivery schedule, manpower
requirements, and after-sales service/parts, descriptions of the lots or items) must be prepared to permit
the widest possible competition and, at the same time, present a clear statement of the required
standards of workmanship, materials, and performance of the goods and services to be procured. Only
if this is done will the objectives of transparency, equity, efficiency, fairness, and economy in
procurement be realized, responsiveness of bids be ensured, and the subsequent task of bid evaluation
and post-qualification facilitated. The specifications should require that all items, materials and
accessories to be included or incorporated in the goods be new, unused, and of the most recent or
current models, and that they include or incorporate all recent improvements in design and materials
unless otherwise provided in the Contract.

Samples of specifications from previous similar procurements are useful in this respect. The use of
metric units is encouraged. Depending on the complexity of the goods and the repetitiveness of the
type of procurement, it may be advantageous to standardize the General Technical Specifications and
incorporate them in a separate subsection. The General Technical Specifications should cover all
classes of workmanship, materials, and equipment commonly involved in manufacturing similar
goods. Deletions or addenda should then adapt the General Technical Specifications to the particular
procurement.

Care must be taken in drafting specifications to ensure that they are not restrictive. In the specification
of standards for equipment, materials, and workmanship, recognized Philippine and international
standards should be used as much as possible. Where other particular standards are used, whether
national standards or other standards, the specifications should state that equipment, materials, and
workmanship that meet other authoritative standards, and which ensure at least a substantially equal
quality than the standards mentioned, will also be acceptable. The following clause may be inserted
in the Special Conditions of Contract or the Technical Specifications.

Sample Clause: Equivalency of Standards and Codes

Wherever reference is made in the Technical Specifications to specific standards and codes to be met
by the goods and materials to be furnished or tested, the provisions of the latest edition or revision of
the relevant standards and codes shall apply, unless otherwise expressly stated in the Contract. Where
such standards and codes are national or relate to a particular country or region, other authoritative
standards that ensure substantial equivalence to the standards and codes specified will be acceptable.
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Reference to brand name and catalogue number should be avoided as far as possible; where
unavoidable they should always be followed by the words “or at least equivalent.” References to brand
names cannot be used when the funding source is the GOP.

Where appropriate, drawings, including site plans as required, may be furnished by the Procuring
Entity with the Bidding Documents. Similarly, the Supplier may be requested to provide drawings
or samples either with its Bid or for prior review by the Procuring Entity during contract
execution.

Bidders are also required, as part of the technical specifications, to complete their statement of
compliance demonstrating how the items comply with the specification.
